STUDENTS THRIVE DESPITE THE PANDEMIC

e might have heard individuals say the
-\ ;-\ / following statements, and we wondered what
were they referring to?
“Oh, my stars!”
“COVID was quite a year!”

“Schools certainly are struggling to ensure their
students are paying attention!”

Come to think of it, those are all true sentences. In
fact, we should revisit each one. However, first, the actual
intended answers to what Ob, my stars! might mean.

My stars is how several teachers greet students every
morning at Self Development Academy (SDA). Teachers
welcome the students and set the tone for positive
interactions.

STAR, a term from the book, Teach Like a Champion,
by Doug Lemoyw, is actually an acronym for proper student
conduct we emphasize at SDA.

With all of the Day ‘ 4
proposed changes, it would

be beneficial to have an analysis done of your current

accounts to determine if a conversion from your pre-tax
retirement accounts to a Roth retirement account makes
sense for you.

Some of the advantages of a Roth retirement account
over a pretax retirement account are that earnings in
the Roth account are exempt from income tax and if
the account is a Roth IRA, there is no requirement for
required minimum distributions (RMDs).

Current tax law changes that are being proposed
would increase tax rates, potentially limit Roth conver-
sions in the future, as well as eliminate some allowable
contributions to Roth accounts. The proposals also include
a reduction of the lifetime estate tax exemption from
$11,700,000 to either half that amount or even as low as
$3,500,000.

By performing a Roth conversion, it would have the
added benefit of reducing your taxable estate. You may also
be affected by a provision in a previous budget bill that
could require you to remove money from your retirement
accounts if they exceed a certain dollar amount, which a
Roth conversion will also assist with.

Your situation may be more advantageous to convert
all of your eligible retirement accounts at one time or by
implementing a plan to convert a portion of your accounts

he professionals at Schwartz Laser
T Eye Center are pleased to introduce
a partnering ophthalmologist and
new Arizona resident, Dr. Orry Birdsong.

These
youngsters' lives were also positively impacted, as they were
able to return to school, allowing them to make a living for

their families and be accepted within their
culture. The rewards of these experiences
motivate him to practice these same quality-
of-life improvement principles for his current
patients in Arizona.

Fast-forward to a recent situation with
an Arizona patient who recently had to quit
her job due to her inability to see because of
early-onset cataracts. After receiving cataract
surgery, her vision was greatly improved to
the point of being able to return to work.
The patient has reported that she feels like
she has her life back again.

Situations like these, and from prior
experiences in Ghana, have reminded Dr. Birdsong
that vision is truly much more than seeing. Sight has
the potential to change a person’s outlook literally and
metaphorically on life.

Dr. Birdsong is quick to give credit, where credit is
due, for the journey that has turned his profession into his
dream.”“T was extremely lucky to be born to two amazing
parents who worked multiple jobs providing for my sister
and I to give us a better life than they had. They taught me
how to work hard from an eatly age and that foundation
shaped me today.”

Professionally, he recognizes his residency director,
Dr. Kevin Merkley, and his fellowship director, Dr. Majid
Moshirfar, for teaching him the nuances, and the do’s and
the don'ts of the field of ophthalmology for which he is
truly grateful. m

t's easy to tell we are in the
IMedicare Annual Enrollment

season. There are so many TV
commercials and pieces of mail
advertising different plans.

My husband is turning 65 next
January and I am amazed at the
amount of mail and phone calls he
has received about joining a Medicare
plan.
